Types of heating and functions

Use the function selector to set the types of heating and To make sure you always use the right type of heating
other functions. to cook your food, we have explained the differences
and applications below.

Type of heating Use
30 hat air For baking and roasting an one or more levels.
The fan distributes the heat from the ring heating element in the back panel evenly around
the cooking compartment.
X Gentle hot air For gently cooking selected types of food on one level without preheating.
= The fan distributes the heat from the ring-shaped heating element in the back panel
around the cooking compartment.
This heating function is used to measure both the energy consumption in air recirculation
made and the energy efficiency class.

E Grill, large area For grilling flat items, such as steaks or sausages, for making toast, and for browning
food.
The whole area below the grill element becomes hot.
Circulated air grilling For roasting poultry, whole fish and larger pieces of meat.

The function of the
hotplate is not affected.
= Hotplate temperature is regulated by the heat
switching on and off.The heat may also switch on
and off at the highest setting.

- the appliance is protected from electrical

— better cooking results are achieved
= With multi-circuit hotplates the heater elements of the
inner filament circuits and the heater element of the
activations may switch on and off at different times.

Residual heat indicator

The hob has a two-stage residual heat indicator for
each hotplate.

If H appears in the display the hob is still hot. It may be
used, for example, to keep a small meal warm or to
melt cooking chocolate. As the hotplate cools down
further, the display changes to . The display remains lit
until the hotplate has cooled sufficiently.

Due to the nature of the hob, please be advised that only ferromagnetic cookware

can be used such as:

e Cookware made from enamelled steel

e Cookware made from cast iron

e Special induction-compatible cookware made from stainless steel

Rotary selector

The rotary selector is used to alter the default values
and set values.

The rotary selector is retractable. Press on the rotary
selector to lock it in or out.

Automatic door opening

The appliance door springs open if you activate the
automatic door opening. You can fully open the
appliance door manually.

The automatic door opening does not work in the event
of a power cut. You can open the door manually.

Notes

= If you open the appliance door during operation, the
operation is paused.

= When you close the appliance door, the operation
does not continue automatically. You must restart
the operation manually.

= If the appliance has been switched off for a long
time, the appliance door will open after a time delay.

Cooling fan

The appliance is equipped with a cooling fan. The fan
may run on even if the oven has been switched off.

Notes

= The cooking compartment remains cold during
microwave operation. The cooling fan will still switch
on. The fan may run on even when microwave
operation has ended.

= Condensation may appear on the door window,
interior walls and floor. This is normal and does not
adversely affect microwave operation. Wipe away the
condensation after cooking.

Setting
the temperature

Refrigerator compartment

Turn temperature controller, Fig. /8, to
the required setting.

We recommend the setting in line with
the marking.

Changing the setting clockwise will lower
temperatures in the refrigerator
compartment.

At a room temperature below 16°C,
slightly increase the temperature setting
in the appliance. At a room temperature
above 32°C, slightly reduce the
temperature setting in the appliance.

Select a very cold setting only
temporarily if:

m door is opened frequently,

= large quantities of food are placed in
the refrigerator compartment.

Freezer compartment

The temperature can be set from -18°C
to -24°C.

Keep pressing temperature setting
button 1 until the required freezer
compartment temperature is set.

The last set value is saved. The set
temperature is indicated on temperature
display 3.

Store delicate foods in the refrigerator
compartment.

Operating tips

m When the appliance has been
switched on, it may take several hours
until the set temperatures have been
reached.

m The fully automatic NoFrost system
ensures that the freezer compartment
remains free of ice. Defrosting is no
longer required.

m The sides of the housing are
sometimes heated slightly. This
prevents condensation in the area of
the door seal.

m If the freezer compartment door
cannot be immediately re-opened after
it has been closed, wait until the
resulting low pressure has equalised.
